Late Shyam Nath Kakkar

(02.12.1920-02.09.1988)

Righteous, virtuous, magnanimous are the dominant qualities
which distinguish Shri Shyam Nath Kakkar (02.12.1920), son of late
Shri Kamta Prasad Kakkar. Shri Kamta Prasad Kakkar was the
chairman (Mayor) Municipal Board and had the unique distinction of
having defeated Late Pt. Jawaharlal Nehru in the Allahabad Municipal
Election. A worthy son of a worthy father, Shyam Nath Kakkar was
dedicated to the cause of girls’ education, consequently, he along
with our ‘patriarch’ Prof. D. D. Khanna founded the S.S. Khanna Girls’
Degree College in the year 1975 which coincided with The
International Women’s Year. A befitting tribute to women’s education
and empowerment.

Sri Shyam Nath Kakkar, did his post graduation from the
University of Allahabad and joined the legal profession in 1944. He
served as an Advocate General of U.P. five times and was elected as the Mayor of Allahabad for two years.
He Married Smt. Rani Kakkar in 1946 and practiced in the Allahabad High Court. He was appointed
Solicitor General of India is the year 1977 and became the Union Law Ministerin 1979.

He will always be remembered as an erudite lawyer in the Supreme Court and was a doyen in the
field of constitutional law. His sad demise in 02.09.1988 put an end to a noble soul, whose memory will
always be cherished by his associates.

Mohini Amar Nath Tandon Memorial Awards and Freeships

Dr. Amar Nath Tandon
orn in 1912, Dr.
A.N. Tandon was a
brilliant student
throughout his academic life and
was awarded the Allahabad
University Jubilee Gold Medal for
securing the highest marks in
M.Sc. Physics, topping the entire
Science faculty. He submitted his
thesis under the able guidance of
Late Prof. Megh Nath Saha, the
eminent physicist of international
fame, which earned him the D.Phil
degree and E.G Hill Memorial Prize Late Amar Nath Tandon Late Mohini Tandon
for the best research work done 1912-5 Nov. 2011
during 1936-37 at the University
of Allahabad. After his doctorate, he became a lecturer of Physics at the University of Allahabad. He joined the
India Meteorological Department (IMD) in 1942, where he developed a keen interest in the field of
Seismology. He carried out exemplary work in various facets of Seismology and was considered a father figure
ofthefield in India.

Dr. Tandon was well known for his innovative ideas and had over 50 original research papers which
were published in various journals of national and international repute. These have since become standard
textbook references in seismology. Under his guidance, students received their doctorates from the
University of Delhi and The BHU.

He was an elected fellow of the National Academy of Sciences and had served as a member on several
expert committees in India and abroad including those of the Planning Commission and the UNESCO. He had
also worked in the US with Dr CF Richter, the person known for the famous Richter Magnitude Scale.

Apart from his professional achievements, Dr Tandon as a person was known for his cool
temperament, broad outlook and excellent sense of humour and was an authority on most subjects: from the
very mundane to the most complex. His interests included Indian Classical music of which he had immense
knowledge and ear. He was also a culinary expert.

He passed away at the age of 99 years on the 5th of November, 2011.

Mrs. Mohini Tandon

Mrs. Mohini Tandon was the wife of Dr. A.N. Tandon. She was a devoted wife, loving mother, a woman
of great moral strength who held all together, her family, relations and friends with her warmth and affection.
She was the backbone behind the achievements of her husband and children, a pillar of strength in providing
the necessary family support. Even though she herself was constrained by the circumstances and traditions of
her time she made sure that her daughters received higher education and encouraged them to follow their

dreams. She promoted theirtalents and other fields and took great pride in their subsequent achievements.
